Vehicles parked or used off authorized roadways
are prohibited. (36 CFR 327.2)

Swimming, wading, snorkeling or scuba diving at
one’s own risk is permitted, except at launching
sites, designated mooring points and public docks,
or other areas so designated by the District
Commander .

Camping is limited to 14 days in any 30-day
period. (36 CFR 327.7h)

Diving, jumping or swinging from trees, bridges
or other structures (cliff s) which cross or are
adjacent to project waters is prohibited. (36 CFR

Keep park grounds free of litter; deposit trash in
receptacles provided. (36 CFR 327.9a)

Rock fire rings or ground fires are prohibited.
Fires must be confined to grills. (36 CFR

Pets must be kept on a leash not longer than six
feet in length, at all times. No pets allowed on
designated beaches. Pets may not be left
unattended. (36 CFR 327.11a)

Persons shall be responsible for proper removal
and disposal of any waste produced by animals.

Visitors must obey all posted signs and
restrictions.

Vehicles with visitor passes must leave the park
by 10 pm closing time. (36 CFR 327.12a)
Radios or car stereos must be kept at a sound
level that will not disturb other visitors.
