FEE REQUIRED for WATERFOWL PERMIT:

Effective for the 2004 –2005 waterfowl season, a $35 fee will be required to obtain a waterfowl permit for hunting in the developed wetland areas at Proctor Lake.  The fee is being implemented in an effort to recover administrative costs associated with providing this public hunting program.  Each individual whose name appears on the application must submit a non-refundable application fee of $10.00.  If you are drawn for a permit, you will be notified by telephone of the dates and area for which you were selected.  Before your permit can be mailed to you, each person whose name appears on the application must submit an additional $25.  The full $35 fee will cover permits for multiple hunt dates and/or wetland areas.  You will NOT have to pay a fee for each date/area for which you were drawn.  All fees submitted MUST be in the form of a personal check, cashiers check, or money order.  DO NOT SEND CASH.  Monies CANNOT be refunded under any circumstances.  Please see the timeline below for pertinent dates/deadlines.

08 October - application deadline (must include $10 application fee)

12-13 October - random drawing for permits

14-15 October - telephone notification to successful applicants

29 October – deadline for receipt of $25 permit fee for all areas and dates
