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Hunters are required to wear hunter orange hat and vest at
minimum during general deer season (except for waterfowl hunters).
No Hunting Within 600 foot of homes, parks, roads, piers or
platforms, farm and ranch yards, outlet structures, and spilways.
Wear a PFD while Boating.
Treat every firearm as if it is loaded.
Never point your firearm at anything you dont intend to shoot.
Keep your finger straight and off the trigger until you are ready to fire.
Keep your firearm on safe until you intend to fire.
Know your target and what lies beyond it.
